Discussion followed.  Citizen Member David Erdman requested that on meeting dates conflicting with the Stoughton Planning Commission, that the Stoughton Utilities Committee meet at 4:30 p.m.  Alderperson Eric Hohol requested that the Stoughton Utilities Committee meetings appear on the City of Stoughton official calendar.  The motion carried unanimously.

Stoughton Utilities Audit Report And Management Letter:  Stoughton Utilities Finance and Administrative Manager Kim Jennings and Stoughton Utilities Director Robert Kardasz introduced Baker Tilly Virchow Krause LLP Manager Jodi Dobson.  A presentation of the Stoughton Utilities Audit Report and Management Letter followed.  Discussion followed.  Motion by Citizen Member David Erdman, the motion seconded by Alderperson Eric Hohol, to approve the Stoughton Utilities Audit and Management Letter and recommend their approval and the adoption of the corresponding resolution to the Stoughton Common Council on May 22, 2012.  The motion carried unanimously.
Stoughton Utilities Proposed Electric And Water Tax Stabilization Dividends:  Stoughton Utilities Finance and Administrative Manager Kim Jennings and Stoughton Utilities Director Robert Kardasz presented and discussed the Stoughton Utilities proposed electric and water tax stabilization dividends.  Discussion followed.  Motion by Alderperson Michael Engelberger, the 
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motion seconded by Citizen Member David Erdman, to approve the Stoughton Utilities proposed Electric and Water Tax Stabilization Dividends of $25,600 and $6,935 respectively and recommend the approval and the adoption of the corresponding resolution to the Stoughton Common Council on May 22, 2012.  Citizen Member David Erdman requested that ten years of data be provided to the Stoughton Utilities Committee.  The motion carried unanimously.  
Stoughton Utilities Fluoridation Program:  At the request of Alderperson Greg Jenson, Stoughton Utilities Director Robert Kardasz presented and discussed the Stoughton Utilities Fluoridation Program.  Discussion followed.  Mr. Kardasz emphasized the value of providing fluoride to water produced from the four production wells, and explained that the Centers For Disease Control and Prevention has recognized community water fluoridation as one of 10 great public health achievements of the 20th Century and recommends water fluoridation as a safe, effective, and inexpensive method of preventing decay, and further states that every $1.00 invested in fluoridation saves at least $38.00 in costs for dental treatment.   Motion by Alderperson Eric Hohol, the motion seconded by Citizen Member David Erdman, to retain the Stoughton Utilities Fluoridation Program as presented.  The motion carried unanimously. 

Stoughton Utilities Customer Collections Status Report:  Stoughton Utilities Director Robert Kardasz presented and discussed the Stoughton Utilities Customer Collections Status Report.  Discussion followed.  Mr. Kardasz emphasized that Stoughton Utilities Office and Information Systems Supervisor Brian Hoops and his staff continue to diligently work with customers to meet their financial obligations. Discussion followed.     
Stoughton Utilities Electric And Water Annual Reports To The Public Service Commission Of Wisconsin:  Stoughton Utilities Finance and Administrative Manager Kim Jennings and Stoughton Utilities Director Robert Kardasz presented and discussed the Stoughton Utilities Annual Electric and Water Reports to the Public Service Commission of Wisconsin.  Discussion followed.
Stoughton Utilities Recent Vacant Positions:  Stoughton Utilities Director Robert Kardasz presented and discussed the Stoughton Utilities recent vacant positions.  Discussion followed.  Robert Kardasz explained that some position reconfiguration is underway and will move forward to the Stoughton Utilities Committee in the future.
