Call To Order:  Mayor Donna Olson called the regular Stoughton Utilities Committee Meeting to order at 5:03 p.m.  

Stoughton Utilities Committee Consent Agenda: Stoughton Utilities Director Robert Kardasz presented and discussed the Stoughton Utilities Committee Meeting Consent Agenda Items and emphasized the invitation from WPPI Energy to participate in the September 13, 2012 Annual Meeting.  Discussion Followed.  Motion by Alderperson Michael Engelberger, the motion seconded by Citizen Member David Erdman, to approve the following consent agenda items as presented:  Stoughton Utilities Payments Due List, Draft Minutes of the July 16, 2012 Regular Stoughton Utilities Committee Meeting, Stoughton Utilities June 2012 Financial Summaries, Stoughton Utilities June 2012 Statistical Information, Stoughton Utilities Communications, Stoughton Utilities Committee Annual Calendar, and the Stoughton Utilities July 2012 Activities Report.  The motion carried unanimously.

Status Of The Stoughton Utilities Committee Recommendation(s) To The Stoughton Common Council:  Alderperson Eric Hohol reported that on July 24, 2012, the Stoughton Common Council authorized the filling of the vacant Stoughton Utilities Wastewater Operator I position, and Stoughton Utilities Director Robert Kardasz reported that also on July 24, 2012, the Stoughton Common Council placed on file the Stoughton Utilities Committee June 12, 2012 Special and June 18, 2012 Regular Meeting Minutes,  the Stoughton Utilities Payments Due List, the Stoughton Utilities May 2012 Financial Statements, and the Stoughton Utilities May 2012 Statistical Information. 
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Stoughton Utilities Proposed 2013 Budget:  Stoughton Utilities Director Robert Kardasz presented and discussed the proposed 2013 Budget.  Discussion followed.  Motion by Alderperson Michael Engelberger, the motion seconded by Citizen Member David Erdman, to approve the Stoughton Utilities 2013 Budget and recommend it to the Stoughton Common Council.  The motion carried unanimously.
Stoughton Utilities Declaration Of Official Intent:  Stoughton Utilities Director Robert Kardasz presented and discussed the Stoughton Utilities Declaration of Official Intent No. 2012-5.  Discussion followed.  Motion by Alderperson Michael Engelberger, the motion seconded by Alderperson Eric Hohol, to approve the Stoughton Utilities Declaration of Official Intent No. 2012-5 for $370,000 for the Wastewater Treatment Facility Influent Screw Pumps Project.  The motion carried unanimously.   
Stoughton Utilities Governance:  Stoughton Utilities Director Robert Kardasz presented and discussed Stoughton Utilities Governance.  Discussion followed.  Motion by Citizen Member David Erdman, the motion seconded by Alderperson Michael Engelberger to place Stoughton Utilities Governance on the agenda of the September 17, 2012 Stoughton Utilities Committee Meeting and consider setting a special meeting to discuss this issue in late November or December of 2012.  The motion carried unanimously.
Stoughton Utilities Street Lighting:  Stoughton Utilities Director Robert Kardasz presented and discussed Stoughton Utilities street lighting and explained that he Hillside street light was reinstalled, an article on street lighting was placed in the Tower Times and on the Stoughton Utilities website www.stoughtonutilities.com, and a procedure is now in place to provide affected customers with a four-week notice prior to the removal of a streetlight.  Discussion followed.  Mayor Donna Olson shared an e-mail from a resident on N. Monroe Street with a streetlight inquiry and requested Stoughton Utilities Director Robert Kardasz to report back to the Stoughton Utilities Committee with the resolution on September 17, 2012.
