Proposed Rental Of Stoughton Utilities Agricultural Land:  Stoughton Utilities Director Robert Kardasz presented and discussed the proposed rental of Stoughton Utilities agricultural land.  Discussion followed.  Motion by Alderperson Michael Engelberger, the motion seconded by Alderperson Elvin (Sonny) Swangstu, to approve the rental of the 12.2 acres of agricultural land for cropping in 2013 to the Stoughton FFA and Alumni Chapter for $75 - $175 per acre for a total of $915 - $2,135 and recommend such rental and the adoption of the corresponding resolution to the Stoughton Common Council on March 26, 2013.  The motion carried unanimously.
